§ 1725.5. Booking center fee.

(a) Inposition.--Follow ng the adoption of a countyw de
booki ng center plan, a person may, in addition to any other
fines, penalties or costs inposed by law, be required by the
court to pay a booking center fund fee of no nore than $300 if
t he person:

(1) 1s placed on probation without verdict pursuant to
section 17 of the act of April 14, 1972 (P.L.233, No.64),
known as The Controll ed Substance, Drug, Device and Cosnetic
Act .

(2) Receives Accelerated Rehabilitative Disposition for,
pl eads guilty to or nolo contendere to or is convicted of a
crinme under the follow ng:

(i) 18 Pa.C.S. 8§ 106(a) (relating to cl asses of

of f enses).

(ii) 75 Pa.C.S. 8§ 3735 (relating to hom cide by
vehicl e while driving under influence).
(iii) 75 Pa.C.S. § 3802 (relating to driving under

i nfl uence of al cohol or controlled substance).

(iv) A violation of The Controlled Substance, Drug,

Devi ce and Cosnetic Act.

(b) Disposition.--The fee under subsection (a) shall be paid
to the county and deposited into a special central or regiona
booki ng center fund established in the county. Mneys in the
special fund shall be used solely for the inplenmentation of a
count ywi de booki ng center plan under section 1725.6 (relating to
count ywi de booki ng center plan) and the start-up, operation or
mai nt enance of a booking center.

(c) Oher |aws.--The booking center fee shall be inposed
notwi t hst andi ng any ot her provision of law to the contrary.

§ 1725.6. Countyw de booki ng center plan

(a) Devel opnent. --

(1) A court in a county that has devel oped and adopted a
count ywi de booki ng center plan may i npose the fee established
under section 1725.5 (relating to booking center fee).

(2) A county with a crimnal justice advisory board
shal | develop the plan in conjunction with the crimna
justice advisory board.

(3) A county that does not have a crimnal justice
advi sory board shall develop the plan in conjunction with the
district attorney, local police departnents and
nmuni ci palities within the county.

(b) Requirenents.--The plan adopted under subsection (a)
shall do all of the follow ng:

(1) Ensure coordination and col |l aboration of al
crimnal justice agencies within the county.

(2) Conply with all applicable Federal and State
technol ogy standards for the collection and transm ssi on of
of fender identification information.



(3) Make recommendations regardi ng the nunber, funding
and operations of booking centers within the county. The plan
shall prioritize the recomrendati ons.

(c) Submi ssion.--

(1) The plan shall be subnitted to the Pennsyl vani a
Conmi ssion on Crine and Delinquency for review and
certification that the plan conplies with the requirenments of
subsection (b)(2).

(2) The Pennsyl vani a Comm ssion on Crine and Del i nquency
shall provide a list of all certified county plans to the
Adm ni strative Ofice of Pennsylvania Courts upon each
county's certification. The Pennsyl vania Comi ssion on Crine
and Del i nquency shall update this list and provide it to the
Admi ni strative O fice of Pennsylvania Courts whenever a
county is added or subtracted fromthe |ist.

(d) Duties of commi ssion.--The Pennsyl vani a Comm ssion on
i me and Del i nquency shall do all of the follow ng:

(1) Determine and certify if a countyw de booking center
plan submtted by a county crimnal justice advisory board or
the county comm ssioners conplies with subsection (b)(2).

(2) Adopt guidelines within 90 days of the effective
date of this section relating to technol ogy standards for the
collection and transni ssion of offenders' identification. The
gui del i nes shall be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
(e) Inplenentation.--Follow ng certification by the
Pennsyl vani a Commi ssion on Crinme and Del i nquency under
subsection (d), the county nay appropriate noneys in the specia
central or regional booking center fund to inplement the plan to
t he greatest extent possible.

(f) Limtation.--No nore than 5% of npbneys in the specia
central or regional booking center fund may be appropriated by
the county for the county's adnmnistrative costs related to the
collection of the fee under section 1725.5.

(g) Definitions.--As used in this section, the follow ng
wor ds and phrases shall have the neanings given to themin this
subsecti on:

"Booking center." A facility utilized for the processing and
identification of individuals arrested, charged or accused of a
crinme.

"County crimnal justice advisory board.”" A county crimna
justice planning board which neets the m ni nrum standard for
t hose boards established by the Pennsylvania Comm ssion on Crine
and Del i nquency.

"Countywi de booking center plan." A witten plan that
i ncl udes a conprehensive strategy to inprove the collection,
transfer and mai ntenance of electronic offender identification
i nformation.
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
